The Young Leaders are a unit in the Kenya Girl Guides Association (KGGA) that consists of guides between the ages of 18-30.  It is the guiding unit immediately after the Rangers. Young Leaders are like-minded young women who interact, share, inspire and learn from each other. 

Rose Kioko started the Kenya Young Leaders Unit in 1999 and currently the Young Leaders are duly represented in the National Council, the Executive Committee and all other sub committees of the Association. They also actively participate in the World Association of Girl Guides and Girl Scouts (WAGGGS) and KGGA activities. 

The patrol system is used to ensure effective participation of each member in the unit’s activities, which comprise of games, discussion sessions on issues that affect girls and young women globally notably poverty, HIV/AIDS, peer pressure, drugs and substance abuse amongst others.

Through workshops Young leaders are able to learn about the principles of guiding and how the association is run thus preparing them for leadership not only in the association but in other areas. 

AS A MEMBER

Each individual member must pay an annual membership fee before April of each year in order to be recognized as a member of the global guiding community and to participate in guiding activities. 

Members meet every third Saturday of each month and do the activity scheduled for the said month. The calendar of activities is drawn at the beginning of the year with the input of each member.

Activities range from carrying out volunteer services to the community, camping, hiking, seminars to meetings to deliberate on issues.
